At Harvard, the oldest institution of higher learning in the United States, the Selects toured Harvard Stadium, home of the 
Crimson Men’s Lacrosse Team (NCAA Div. I). Built in 1903, Harvard Stadium is a national historic landmark and is one of 
the oldest stadiums in the US. Also included on the tour were the Dillon Field House, the Weld Boat House and an inside 
look at the Bright Hockey Center and the Lavietes Basketball Pavilion. In addition to the facilities that are part of Harvard’s 
Soldier Field Athletic Complex, the Selects also saw the Harvard School of Business and took time to pick up souvenirs at 
the Coop Bookstore in Harvard Square.  
 
TIME FOR A TEA PARTY 
Following their morning at Harvard, the Selects 
continued down the Charles River, past MIT and 
Boston University, for a driving tour of downtown 
Boston. Highlights of the “Bean Town” tour included 
the original Massachusetts State Building, Trinity 
Church, the site of the Boston Massacre and 
Cheers, the well known location of the famous TV 
sitcom. 
 
TAKE ME OUT TO THE BALL PARK 
After touring downtown, the Selects ended their day 
with a visit to the historic Fenway Park, home of 
Major League Baseball’s Boston Red Sox and the 
oldest MLB baseball stadium currently in use. The 
athletes got an inside view of “America’s most 
beloved ballpark,” and took in some of the pre-game 
festivities surrounding Manny Ramirez’ much 
anticipated return to play his former club, now as a 
member of the Los Angeles Dodgers. 
 
LOOKING FORWARD 
Next up for the Burnaby Mountain Selects, the 
Sophomore (1995 born) and Junior (1994 born) 
Elite teams will travel to Denver, Colorado to 
compete at the University of Denver Pioneers Team 
Camp July 9-11 at Dick’s Sporting Goods Park.
